	Physical map
	Shows the features of an area; such as mountains, rivers and lakes. Usually uses color.
	

	Climate map

	Shows average weather and rain of a region.
	

	Road map
	Shows major highways, airports, cities, railroad tracks, and local points of interest.
	

	Economic/Resource map
	Includes symbols to show the locations of different resources or economic activity.
	

	Political map
	Doesn't show physical features, but shows borders or boundaries and major cities.
	

	Atlas
	A compiled book of maps.
	

	Globe
	A model of the Earth, used to avoid distortions in spatial relations on the world.
	

	Aerial photograph

	Images from the sky used to take measurements or create maps.
	

	Satellite photograph
	Image from space used to take measurements or create maps.
	

	GIS
	A computer program used to store, manage, and analyze data.
	

	Longitude
	An imaginary line around the Earth passing through the arctic poles.
	

	Latitude
	An imaginary line around the Earth parallel to the equator.
	

	Prime Meridian
	The Earth's zero degrees of longitude, which goes through Greenwich, England.
	

	Equator
	The Earth's zero degrees of latitude, which is equally distant from both arctic poles.
	

	Hemispheres
	One of the halves into which the Earth is divided.
	

	Location
	Where something can be found on Earth.
	

	Movement
	How people, goods, and ideas move between places.
	

	Human/Environment Interaction
	How people use, change, and modify their environment.
	

	Place
	Describes what a location looks like.
	

	Region
	An area that is defined by common characteristics (two or more places).
